General Instructions

_For maximum efficiency it is essential to operate, the tool on a clean, dry éupp!y of compressed airat a

recommended pressure of 80 1o 80 p.si.

Air piping should be a minimum of 127 hose size or lzrger, used with couplings of a minimum 7/16° LD,
The ingtallation of an air line separatar and filter to purify and dry the air supply and a regulator to eliminate
any pressure fiuctuations are recommended . These control units should be iocated as near to the tool

as operation will aliow,

Always operate GP F1.25 VR Picks with a steel fitted and with thetool held down o ihe work, thus avoiding
damage which would be caused by aflowing the piston o strike against the face at bottom of cylinder

bore.

Never run a tool with a slack cylinger adaptor | if siackness pceurs check to see that handle Jock pints in
place and undamagad. .

Abways wear approved eye protection and séiety type shoes to-avoid personal injury.

Priot 1o the initial operation of the pick, discennect the air hose and pour approximately one tablespoon
of recommended ol inlo the tool air inlef. Blow out the air line to remove any aecumulations of dirt and
condensation before connecting io the tool. Connect the air ling and operale the tool ¢ allow the oil to be
carried through the moving parts of the: tool.

Daily, prior to operaling the pick, the “Preparation for Operation” sequence should be carried out. An air
Hrie lubricotor should be installed in the air line systern. This should be one of an adjustable type and
regulated to introduce. 2 fine oil spray 1o the. compressed air slow and thus ensure smooth and properly
cushioned movement of the piston. This will also reduce strees in the sfriking and retaining parts of the

tool and so allow for 2 long working Tife.

Daily before using and afiareach four hours of sesvice filt the oi! reservoir with recommended oil. Ses
“Recommended Lubricanls®.

Indications of proger lubrication are the presence of an oil mistin the exhaust air and slight traces of oil
on the stee! shank.

I these are not apparent, cheek the [ubrication system if necessary, re-adjust the fing lubricator,

Maintenance
Recommenations

The following checks should be made:-

1. Check the compressed air pressure - a constant air pressure of 80-80 p.s.d. is required at the tocl to
riaintain the rated performance . A drap in the air pressure may be caused by lowered compressor
output, excessive drain on the air line or by using either 2 hose or connections of impropear size and
condifion or a choked hose pipe or 2 blocked up air inlet gauze,

2. Check for impure air - wet air terids to wash lubricant from the cylinder resulting in general rusting and

“corroding. Dirt it the air supply will impede valve action and cause damage to the tool.

If these two checks prove negative 1
4} Check tool lubrication - discennet! the {ool and pour a iiberal quantity of recommended oil difuted with
an equal amaunt of paraffin into the tool air intel. Operate the tool to flusn out any candensate or dirl.

2) Check all machanical paris - disassemble the tool and thoroughly clean and inspect ali parts,
Replace wom or broken parts, relubricate and reassemie lool.

Economic operalion can only be achieved if the Pick is in perfect working condition. A regularty
scheduled inspection period programme should be adhered to. The correction of minor faults will prevent
extensive repairs at a later daté and maintain the lool at its highest efficiency.

1. The pick shouid be adequately lubricaled. Refer to LUBRICATION section.

2 Provide a constant pressure of 80-80 p.s.i. of clean, dry air to enable the pick to operate efficiently.

3 The ai line system should aiways be compesed of hose and couplings of proper dimension and

condiiion,
4 Establish and maintain an inspection and repair programme scheduled at frequent, regular

intervals.

Aftet five or six hours running tighten the cylinder adaptor oo the cylinder as there is a cerlain
amoul of yield to new material, '

All reptacement and spare paris should be ordered through C.P. Equipment Local Dealers. Whan
requesting these flems please state ool name, size, model, lefter and serial number in additon 1o the
ndividual Parl Number and Description of Pads.

The CF FL25 VR Pick is constructed with precision built components designed {o operate at ine
ciearances and in perfect alignment . Ensure that no parts are scored, burred or distorted during
assembly.

To remove the piston, first dismantle handie and isolator housing and remove the isolator. Then remove
the exhaust deflector and locking pin and unscrew the cyl. adaptor The valve complele can now be
removed allowing the pision (o be withdrawn. Pislon and valve paris should be examined for wear and
replaced if necessary.

if ioo! sleeve must be raplaced insert a drft in the cylinder, from handle end, and press ool sieeve
out.

To extract a sleeve which is foo badly worn, 1o aliow the drift to grip, it will be necessary to weld 2 plug
inside the bore for the drift to bear on,

Do not allempl to remove cylinder adaptor without first removing exhaust dsflector and handle iock pin.
Damaged cylinder adaptor and cylinder will result if these sleps are not taken

Do not attemnpl 1o do away with focking device by overlighlening the cylinder adaplor on the cylinder.
Undue strain on the threaded piston will causs i 1o break.

Spade & Retainer Assembly 1 Place spade retainer slesve (45) over spade.

2 Place split collar {49} over stem of spade, with smali end towards blade. Lock split collar together
with retaining ring (50},

3 Place rubbar buffer (48) on shank, forcing it over collar by inserting a screwdriver and rolling buffer
over eollar.

4 Insert shank in cylinder and screw spade retainer steeve (45) on cylinder until locked in position by
reigining locking ring {44).

Safety Recommendations

1. A safety lock-off trigger is provided to prevent the too] from starting if the operator accidentalty
presses the lever.

The operator should keep both feet on the ground and raintain batance at all times.

The operator should ensure that his face is never close o the tool.

Safely glasses and shoes should be worn.

The tool of accessory shouid never be rested on !ha operafor's toes.

The too!l should never be starled when faying on the ground.

The operatar shouid never use his body to control the tool while it Is in operation,

Both hands of the operator shouid be kept on the hands of the fool while it is in operation.
The lubricant should comply with Chicage Pneumatic's recommendation.

0 When the tool is not in use, remove the accessory unless it is retained in a positive manner.

11 A percussive ool shali not be operaled unless the chisel | rivet set or other s in posifion in the tool
and is in contact with the workpiece. Tools shall not be used in such a3 manner that ejection of an
accessory might endanger adjacent personnel.
